Video Trolling 

1. Downrigger location: It is important to locate the downrigger in a location on your boat where you can have easy access to it. Remember you are running the ball over structure and potentially making contact with the bottom many times over and over again. It is not like open water trolling where you set up the downrigger and leave it until you get a strike. Have comfortable access to raise and lower the ball as need be.

2. Trolling speeds: with the trainwreck you can troll as slow as 1.5 miles pr hours all the way up to -5-6 or more if need be. The beauty of the downrigger is you are controlling the depth of the spinner and also controlling how to proceed over and around structure. This also applies to crank baits.

3.  Rod Holders: Most downriggers have rod holders, however it is a good idea to locate the rod in a position where you can:

a. See the rod easily while running the kicker/motor notice in the video how I have my rod, this is to also keep the rod separate from the downrigger in the event of a ball getting caught in the rocks.
b. You will be watching the camera for strikes and entanglements with weeds etc. having the rod in a position that is easily accessed is important.

c. This location also helps with the management of the system, putting lures out and easily handling the rod.

4. Rod Length: Really a matter of opinion, however the shorter the rod the easier to manage getting baits out and work with the camera, also important for safety, in a smaller boat like mine if the rod is too long you are out over the edge trying to get everything set up, sometimes in freezing condition. (A 7 ft rod works nice).
5. Camera Management:  Don’t get frustrated if it takes a few tries to get the system working the way you want. Remember crank baits, Spinner baits, bucktails and a variety of other baits all run differently, ( for example) A big crank will want to go deeper than a spinner so angle the camera on the cable appropriately. The Cam-Rigger kit comes with clips; you can raise and lower the camera easily on the wire with these clips. 
6.  Video management: Don’t for get to delete while you are recording, this is to prevent hours of watching video that does not contain fish. It is simple to do, I like to delete every 8-10 minutes. This way when you get home you can just have fun watching the fish you record.
7. Depth Management: When running the camera at deeper depth remember to put clips every 3-4 feet up the cable that is connected to the downrigger, this will help you manage the cable and prevent the cable from getting in the Prop and in the view of the camera etc.

8. Depth Finder Location: This may sound too simple but it is important that the depth finder be located so you can easily view the shoreline, depth finder, camera and rod. They all work hand in hand to manage the system safely and effectively.
